Our vision of cultivating innovation, achievement and passion through a learner centered en-
vironment serves as a guidepost or reference point for all actions and decisions at FMHS. 
Our vision describes our purpose and values; it is to provide inspiration for both students and 
faculty and is the focus of our strategic plans.  Current course offerings such as AP Seminar, 
Record of Human History and Science of Science Fiction are examples of our commitment to 
transforming education into a more student-centered experience that is cross-curricular, pro-
vides relevancy and is more individualized than a traditional model of sit and get. Our staff 
has done a great job of embedding these practices and we have multiple programs on cam-
pus that lend themselves to our vision (business, media production, agriculture, technology, 
robotics and engineering, family and consumer science, music, art, physical education, etc). 
We continue to provide our staff with professional development that equip them with the tools 
necessary to meet our vision in every classroom.   
Over the years, Fruita Monument has developed a culture of high expectations. As a result, 
our students achieved the highest composite SAT (1130) and PSAT scores of the four major 
high schools in our valley and a graduation rate of 93%. Our test scores and graduation rate 
both exceed the state (80.7%) and district (80.9%) rates.  Our staff remain committed to as-
sisting students in and moving on to the next phase of their lives. Our goal is for every stu-
dent to find their passion that leads them to a successful career pathway.

Through these programs, our students 
earned 1,614 college credit hours valued at $153,961.30 in college tuition. Our culture of 
high expectations and a rigorous course of study continues to lead the district as our stu-
dents earned 650 more college credits than any other program in the district..
